Crisis Services are available 24-hr daily, 365 days/year by calling toll-free 1-888-383-2192.


Medical Forensic Examinations: Medical evaluation, treatment, and possible evidence collection provided by highly skilled registered nurses (Sexual Assault Nurse Examiners-SANE) after a recent sexual assault/abuse episode.


Victim Advocacy: Support and assistance provided by compassionate staff and volunteers during the often-difficult time following a recent sexual assault/abuse episode.


Crisis line staff:  Skilled crisis intervention specialists;


provide telephone assessment/intervention to individuals experiencing difficult emotional periods.  


Activate our crisis response team (SANE/Victim Advocate) when medical forensic and/or direct person-to-person services are indicated.


Answer basic questions related to sexual assault/abuse OR contact a crisis team member for consultation.


Provide referrals to meet specific needs.













































































































































































Other Services are available M-F 8:30am-5pm* daily.


Counseling: Individual, group and family counseling/support.  Appointments after 5 pm are available. 


Child Advocacy Center: Child-centered services focused on the investigation and well-being of the child/family.


Community Education/Prevention: Prevention, risk reduction and community awareness programs tailored to audiences of all ages in a developmentally appropriate manner.


Professional Education/In-service: Programs tailored to audiences of professionals likely to encounter individuals affected by interpersonal violence.


Advocacy/Volunteer Opportunities:  Support and/or assistance for various needs. Victim advocacy, clerical, event planning, community outreach/awareness, fundraising, etc.


General Information/Other assistance: Assessment and or/referral to meet individual needs, or general questions about services.
